Mid-length Writing Assignment: Happy Pills
Instructions

Write a short, persuasive, essay that answers the prompt below in a minimum of two, and a maximum of three, pages. These pages should be double-spaced, and use standard 1-inch margins and 12-pt font. You do need to craft an introduction and a conclusion this time and, as before, the paper should be formally written. This means that you must be attentive to grammar, paragraph structure, and write for an academic audience (do not use informal language, slang, refer to the class, etc.). The page limit will be strictly enforced, and, except in very rare cases, late work will not be accepted.
Prompt

Imagine scientists develop a pill that makes any person who takes it feel a sense of tranquil joy no matter what is happening in her life. If she takes it every day, a person on the pill will never feel negative affects like sorrow, anger, or grief ever again. The scientists dub the pill “the real happy pill”, declaring that it a tool to finally make access to happiness possible for everyone. 

Are they right? Should we consider a person on this pill happy? 
Once you take a position, defend it, providing at least two reasons your reader should take that position and treating at least one counter-argument. This paper is a defense of your own view and should clearly reflect your own careful thought on the issue.
