SecondWriting Assignment: Have We Done All We Should?
Instructions

Write a persuasive essay that answers the prompt below in a minimum of three and a maximum of five pages. These pages should be double-spaced and use standard 1-inch margins and 12-pt font. You do need to craft an introduction and a conclusion and, as before, the paper should be formally written. This means that you must be attentive to grammar, paragraph structure, and write for an academic audience (do not use informal language, slang, refer to the class, etc.). The page limit will be strictly enforced, and, except in very rare cases, late work will not be accepted.
Prompt

Early suffragists (people who fought for women’s rights, like Frederick Douglass, Elizabeth Cady Stanton, and Sojourner Truth) as well as their precursors and allies, like John Stuart Mill, Sarah Grimke, and Frances Wright, argued for the importance of women’s rights. As a result of their efforts and the efforts of those like them, many legal rights for women have been won: women in the U.S. now have the right to vote, can pursue any kind of education, are able to own property and speak in public, are not legally obligated to be obedient to husbands and fathers, etc. In fact, the culture has changed enough that now the vast majority of people in the U.S. agree that it is important for men and women to have equal legal rights. 
Some, like Mill might, argue that in securing these legal rights, our society has done all that should be done (perhaps even all that can be done) to secure gender equality. Are they right? 

Explain the position you take, defending that position by providing reasons your reader should take it, and by presenting and addressing potential counter-arguments. This paper should incorporate at least some material from our readings, and should clearly reflect your own careful thought on the issues.
